Northern Cape MEC for Sport, Arts
and Culture has reiterated the provin-
cial government's stand to rename the
Kimberley Airport after a local free-
dom fighter Ulysses Modise. Currently
there is a process to rename 4 air-
ports in South Africa of which Kimber-
ley Airport is one of them. The Provin-
cial Administration of the Northern
Cape and the Members of the Execu-
tive Council led by Premier Sylvia Lu-
cas endorsed that as a province the
Kimberley Airport should be renamed

to the “Ulysses Gogi Modise Airport”.

The name of Ulysses Modise was
nominated and comprehensive dis-
cussions took place around renaming
the Kimberley Airport , after a pioneer
who was born and raised in Kimberley
and who tirelessly and relentlessly
fought for the emancipation of the
citizens of Kimberley and South Af-

rica.

As a province we are encouraging the
citizens of the Northern Cape to endorse
the name of Ulyssis Gogi Modise and
support the Provincial Administration of
the Northern Cape to rename the airport
to Ulyssis Gogi Modise.

The Northern Cape continues to suffer
from historically-induced social and lin-
guistic inequalities where we are still
commemorating street names and sym-
bols of people who founded colonialism
and apartheid. As province we are expe-
diting the process of renaming as a mat-
ter of urgency. But is also a process that
we will be expediting within the legal
framework  of

geographical name

changes.

We must realize that name changes are
important for us as South Africans to re-
claim our heritage and cultural identity ,
as well as honoring our heroes and hero-
ines who fought the liberation of this

country which we are all enjoying today.
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As South Africans we must be reminded of
the fact that geographical name changes are a
form of symbolic compensation for human

rights abuse.

In a fractured society changing names can
also be considered as a mechanism of transi-
tional justice. As a form of symbolic reparation
street names can assist in restoring dignity

and public recognition to victims.

The Geographical Names Act of 1998 is not only
a law of this country but an essential part of
transformation. It is a legislative process in-
tended to redress historical imbalances and thus
contribute towards eradicating a history filled
with oppression and forge, instead, a national

identity to which all South Africans can ascribe.

Who is Mr. Ulysses Gogi Modise

Mr Ulysses Modise was born Julius Gogi
Kgabegenyane on 23 December 1942 to Jo-
hannes and Miriam Saitsiwi Daniels Kgabegen-
yane in Kimberley in the Northern Cape. It was
in the midst of this oppression of one by an-
other that Modise took a conscious and volun-
tary decision to join the African National Con-
gress (ANC).

He was one of the first youths from Kimberley
to skip the country and join the ANC’s military
wing, Umkhonto we Sizwe (MK). He underwent
military training in Lusaka, Zambia and became
part of the Luthuli Detachment in 1967.

Reporting to the late OR Tambo, Modise would
go on to systematically perform, engage and
lead cover intelligence and counter-intelligence
operations exposing spy rings within the move-
ment. Modise served in the ANC both during
the tough times of exile and back home in the
democratic ANC- led government.

Between 1976 and 1980, he served as a mem-
ber of the Department of National Intelligence
and Security Directorate. He also served in the
Department of Intelligence and Security be-
tween 1980 and 1983. In 1981 he served as
Deputy Head of Security. After the 1994 elec-
tions, Modise was
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appointed Intelligence Head in the Northern

Cape.

In September 1998 he was promoted to the
position of Coordinator of Intelligence for the
Northern Cape. He was a member of the Emi-
nent Persons Group and was responsible for
the formalisation and welfare of the MK Mili-

tary Veterans in the Northern Cape.

Modise collated information of the Struggle
veterans and former MK combatants, includ-
ing those who worked in the underground op-
erations of the ANC in the Northern Cape. He
endeavoured to create sustainable economic
empowerment ventures for the stalwarts and
veterans of the struggle. Modise passed

away on 30 May 2007.

awarded for: His excellent contribution to

Ulysses was  posthumously
the struggle for the liberation of the people
of South Africa. He selflessly left his loved
ones for exile where he devoted his military
skills to fight the apartheid regime. Mr.
Ulysses Modise was bestowed with the Or-
der of Mendi for Bravery by President

Jacob Zuma on the 28 April 2016.

DSAC Brings Relieve to 50 Hectares Community During

Exco Outreach Programme

Christmas came early to the community of 50
hectares informal settlement outside Upington in
the ZF Mgcawu District in Northern Cape. This
was when they were paid a visit by the Provincial
Executive Council which intended to gain a first-
hand experience of their living conditions. The ex-
ecutive council which allocated a number of
households to each department for relieve was
led by Premier Sylvia Lucas. They donated gifts

including food parcels, blankets and clothing.

It was an unusual day for 50 hectares community
as the small settlement was swamped by big cars
and lots of government officials. Officials led by
their principals went from house to house in a bid

to bring some relieve to the communality.

Head of Department for Sport, Arts and Culture
Ms. Ruth Palm led her officials to 20 households
where they donated food packs, blankets and
clothing. Officials together with the Head of De-
partment Ms Ruth Palm, the Chief Director for
Programms and Service Delivery Mr. David Mdut-
yana as well as Head of Ministry Mr. Eric Gabo-
rone rolled up their sleeves to hand out the

goods.

Shack dwellers of the 50 hectares would normally
have no idea where their next meal is to come

from.

The deed done by the department did not go
unnoticed, as a few community members
were filled with emotions when they were
handed food parcels. Many community mem-
bers in the small town are unemployed and
depend on government social grants for sur-
vival. The community lives under inhumane
conditions without proper sanitation, electricity
and running water with some using solar pan-
els for lights. Many if not all community mem-
bers relieve themselves nearby bushes, said

one resident.

One family within the community consists of a
young couple with three children. The couple
was overwhelmed by government gesture to-
wards them. They stated that they cannot af-
ford to feed their children as the father does
not have a stable income. The young mother
expressed her gratitude “This serves as hope
for us, we haven't eaten for days, now | can
prepare something for my five month old
baby’.

Community members could not contain them-
selves, as they skimmed through the plastic
bag filled with clothes and school uniform.
One elderly gentleman expressed that, “This
is the only suit I've owned in my entire life”. A

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The MEC for Sport, Arts and Culture Ms.
Bongiwe Mbingo-Gigaba has touched the lives
of people in the ZF Mgcawu District. The MEC
donated sporting equipment to various sporting
clubs and schools at Kenhardt and Luiosvalle
Weg during the Exco Outreach Prgramme in the
area on Tuesday, 29 May and Thursday 31 May
2018. She was accompanied by Head of De-
partment Ms. Ruth Palm and other members of

Dsac senior management team.

On Tuesday, 29 May 2018 MEC Mbinqo-
Gigaba handed out library toys to kids at Koker-
boom Public Library in Kenhardt. She had spent
her time to read a short story to the children in-
side the library before going out to interact with
them on the jumping castle and on the sporting
field.

The MEC continued to interact with local sport-
ing federation at the Kai Gariep Local Municipal
chambers before hand over sporting equipment.
She donated sporting equipment to the local
high school and later joined in on the community

meeting.

On Thursday, 31 May 2018, MEC Mbinqo-
Gigaba led her delegation to the Jacky Greeff
Public Library in Loisvalle Weg outside Uping-

ton.

Here the MEC engaged the young ones in short
stories and proceeded to meet with the family of
the late struggle icon, Jacky Greeff whom the
library facility is named after. She handed out
sporting equipment to the Loisvalle Weg Inter-
mediate School before resolving community

concerns during an afternoon meeting.
